Well, this year will be very different.
With the entire board of directors as the 
committee, and myself as the 
chairperson, we invision presenting the 
very best Annual Club Show that MBS 
has ever seen.  We intend to stimulate 
interest amongst all club members, to get 
out and show their trees.  We invision a 
perfectly clean and neat exhibit of our 
membersʼ very best trees, along with a 
sampling of trees in training.  It will be a 
“Knock-your-sox-off” first ever event for 
the Milwaukee Bonsai Society, to be held 
in the new Educational and Visitor 
Center, at Boerner Botanical Garden.  It 
will be way cool!

The Show will be set up on Friday, September 17th by your board of directors, with the help of some of the 
membership.  We will accept trees for the show from 3-6PM at the Educational and Visitor Center at Boerner, 
which is at 9400 Boerner Drive, in Hales Corners, Wisconsin, within Whitnall Park.  The show will be judged on 
Saturday morning, September 18th, and will open to the public and the membership at 11:00 that same 
morning.  The exhibit will run until 4:00PM on Sunday, September 19th, and the trees will be available for pick 
up immediately when the show closes.

Now here is your part... YOU BRING THE TREES!  There will be room for ONE tree from each of our members 
in the main exhibit.  You may choose one of four  classes to exhibit in; Novice, Intermediate, Advanced or 
Open/Professional.  There will also be a NEW exhibit this year.  Each member is encouraged to also bring a 
second tree, but this one is to be a tree that is NOT yet ready to exhibit.  It should be a tree that you have been 
working on, but still needs more development.  Knowing that this exhibit will be open to the public, the board 
and I felt it would be a great opportunity to educate the public, by showing them just how we start out with our 
trees.  This tree does not need to be in a bonsai pot and it will not be judged.  They will be displayed in a 
separate area... a part of the main exhibit, but in an area of their own.  So look out on your benches and pick 
the two trees that you will include in this first ever Annual Club Show at Boerner Botanical Garden.

My future goal is to teach some type of class out of 
Bruusel's Bonsai Nursery.

When it comes to Bonsai, What Do You Think is 
the Coolest Thing You've Seen Done or That 
You've Done? 

To restart an entire new root structure on an already 
great tree to make it better.

This Leads into the Primary Question: How Would 
You Define Bonsai? 

Bonsai is  a mixture of personality, imagination, and 
one’s vision of an artistic design of a living piece of 
material, that end result is to imitate that of a tree in 
nature.

Of All the Things You Mentioned, is Any More 
Important than the others? 

Always put your personality in to your work, make it 
a part of you, not just another tree that looks like 
everyone else’s.

How do you evaluate potential nursery material? 

Based on what type and style I am looking for, then I 
look for things like the trunk (roots and trunk 
movement) branching, foliage, and health.  

Is there anything about Bonsai or MBS That 
You'd like to add? 

Always give of yourself, and not be selfish, or you 
will lose friends and members, remember where you 
came from and where you are today, then think of all 
those who were unselfish and giving to guide you.
